
Genesee County has proposed to add seven block groups to the Neighborhood 
Stabilization Program (NSP) target areas. The communities below requested the 
following additions: 

 
 Genesee Township ( allocated $825,000) - three block groups  

o 120.06 Block Group 3 
o 120.06 Block Group 2 
o 123.11 Block Group 1 

 City of Burton (allocated $1,200,000) -  two block groups 
o 115.03 Block Group 2 
o 115.03 Block Group 3 

 City of Fenton (allocated $330,000) - two block groups 
o 132.04 Block Group 3 
o 132.04 Block Group 2  

 
The attached map shows the current target areas in green, and the proposed additional 
areas in pink.  

 
In Genesee County’s approved substantial amendment, the thresholds in determining 
target areas were: a score of at least 6 for the foreclosure abandonment risk score, at 
least 3% for the predicted 18 month foreclosure rate and 43% or more for the 
percentage of low- to moderate-income households. Each of the proposed target areas 
meets these thresholds.  
 
The additional areas are located in communities in which NSP funding had already been 
targeted and staff feels that the addition of these areas will enhance the impact NSP 
money will have on the communities as a whole. The proposed areas in Genesee 
Township have a housing stock similar to the current Genesee Township NSP area, 
however the housing in the proposed areas has stable ownership and maintenance, and 
therefore the funding is likely to have a large impact on the continued stability of those 
areas. The additional block group proposed in the City of Burton is an area with larger 
homes and larger lots, which will better accommodate large families at an affordable 
rate. The City of Fenton’s additional block groups contain a slightly older and larger 
housing stock that is still well maintained. In all of these currently established 
neighborhoods, the high number of vacant and foreclosed homes could cause the areas 
to fall into disrepair and decline.
